Books are arranged on the shelf according to the classification and within each class,
alphabetically by author. No two titles have the same call number. The Call number
_ of a book consists of the letter (or letters) of the subject based on the LC . :heme
being used in LASU and a series of Arabic numerals and a combinaiion of such

letters and numbers.
